When the Reformers insisted on "Solus Christus", they affirmed that we are saved by
Christ alone, apart from the merit of any other person. Jesus alone is the King of kings,
He alone is our High Priest, He alone is our Redeemer and the sole Mediator between
God and man. Assigning those roles to someone else (such as Mary) is equally
improper. It is Christ and Christ alone who saves. It is not our righteousness that
saves us; it is Christ’s alone. He saved us, not because of righteous things we had
done, but because of his mercy. This righteousness is given through faith in Jesus
Christ to all who believe and only through Christ Jesus. Whatever good works we do
and however faithful we are, in the final analysis, we are unworthy yet Jesus loves us
so much that he humbled Himself to take our sins away on the cross.
